Background: Yeasts have been the leading model organisms in physiology, genetic, genomic and post-genomic studies. The yeast Saccharomyces cerevisiae has been the first eukaryote with completely sequenced eukaryotic genome (Goffeau et al., 1996, Science 274: 563) and later pioneered the development of genome/transcriptome/proteome/metabolome bioinformatics methods and tools for global analysis of gene expression (Wodicka et al., 1997, Nature Biotechnol 15:1359). During recent years, yeasts are even becoming popular model organisms to answer fundamental evolution (Dujon, 2006, Trends Genet 22: 375) and ecology (Liti G, 2009, Nature 458: 337) related questions.
Aim: Five leading researchers in the areas of yeast molecular taxonomy, comparative genomics, evolution, ecology and bioinformatics will present their recent research achievements. Our Geneco students and their supervisors will in advance read some of their papers (see below) and will after the lectures have a possibility to interact with the invited speakers during the round table discussions. This event will give a possibility to get an insight into the fast developing fields of yeast research and also how to apply the recently developed tools and methods on your own research organisms. In addition, the workshop will be a “pre-event” for the Nordic Yeast Research Community meeting taking place on 16th October (at the same venue).
